Summary
We see that Jesus is the Lord of all, and that, in practice,
this truth means that he is the one who controls the life of
the true Christian.

This
life is maintained as long as you continue to walk in the
light (loving the brothers, obeying Jesus and believing the
doctrine of Christ). This is the life worthy of the Lord.
Reflect a while on the value and beauty of the truly
Christian life. Don't be deceived by the life of some so-
called “Christians” who profess it but do not live it. Jesus
calls us to live the higher life, the life that is worthy of him.
